From Tegel Airport (TXL), take Bus X9 (direction "S+U Zoologischer Garten") until you
reach "Ernst-Reuter-Platz". From there, take the metro U2 (direction "S+U Pankow") to "U
Mendelssohn-Bartholdy-Park".

(Ticket AB, price: 2,80€)

From Schonefeld Airport (SXF), take the regional train RE 7 (direction “Rof3lau, Bahnhof”)
or RB 14 (direction “Nauen, Bahnhof”) to town until you reach “Berlin Alexanderplatz
Bahnhof”. From there, take the U2 (direction "U Theodor-Heuss-Platz") to "Mendelssohn-
Bartholdy-Park ". The RE 7 usually leaves at 40 minutes past every hour and the RB 14
at 59 every hour.

Alternatively, take the S9 (direction “S+U Pankow”) to “S Bornholmer Strafle”. From
there, take S1 (direction “S Wannsee Bhf”) to “Berlin Potsdamer Platz Bahnhof”. The S9
usually leaves at 8, 28 and 48 minutes past every hour.

Sustainability

As organizers of the Global NDC Conference 2017, we are pursuing a sustainable event
management approach, including through the choice of Scandic as a venue which is
known for its high sustainablility standards.
